Two-time Academy Award nominee,
composer Marco Beltrami—known for his
musical scores for The Hurt Locker, A Quiet
Place, and Wes Craven’s four Scream
films—defies his childhood music teacher’s
warning not to mess with Bach’s Preludes.

With his latest project, Bach by Beltrami,
at The Soraya on March 3, he deconstructs
and reimagines Bach’s most sacred works,
with the help of firebrand violinist Sandy
Cameron, Lucia Micarelli, cellist Eric
Byers, and L.A.’s own Delirium Musicum
Chamber Orchestra. Delirium Musicum is
headed by Etienne Gara, The Soraya’s
Artist-in-Residence.

About Bach by Beltrami

Bach by Beltrami is a collection of
material consisting of reimagined and
transformed versions of the legendary Bach
Preludes.

“I can think of no better way for me as a
composer to fight against the anti-intellectu-
alism climate, than to pay homage to Bach,
the master. His music contains the musical
seeds of the human condition. He
transcends pain and suffering and oppres-
sion by offering freedom of thought. Many
people are unaware of Bach because he has
been stuffed into a rigidly labeled box which
one is supposed go open without proper
training. The purpose of this project is to
take Bach out of this box and reveal side to

him that have remained obscured from
public view. To clearly show his relevance
and the variety of emotional content that he
endured and transcribed, and which has
resonated sympathetically with me. I have
interpreted Bach’s map with my own
emotional compass.”

Composer Beltrami continued, “T often
ask myself why this project seems so vital to
complete now. I'm inspired by the opportu-
nity to remove the barriers caused by labels
and listening habits. Popular trends in
music do not dictate quality, and conversely
traditional patterns should not dictate
accessibility. When Bach composed The
Well-Tempered Clavier some 300 years ago,
the music was no longer fashionable.
Counterpoint was replaced by the light
stirring of the classical style. Bach knew the
importance of his work and remained
undeterred. Thank goodness, as it has
influenced all of western music since, from
Mozart to contemporary Jazz.”

Marco Beltrami is a two-time Oscar
nominated composer. He has collaborated
with many iconic film directors including
Kathryn Bigelow, James Mangold. Bong
Joon-ho, Angelina Jolie, Robert Rodriguez,
Luc Besson, Guillermo Del Toro, Wes
Craven, Alex Proyas, Jonathan Mostow,
Roland Jofté, Jodie Foster, David E. Kelley
and Tommy Lee Jones.

The composer established an early
reputation as a genre innovator with his
non-traditional horror scores for the Scream
franchise. Beltrami’s musical palette has
since expanded to virtually all film genres.
Beltrami has received accolades for his
music including two Academy Award
nominations for Best Score: 3:10 to Yuma,
starring Russell Crowe and Christian Bale,
and for Best Picture winner The Hurt
Locker, starring Jeremy Renner, co-scored
with frequent collaborator Buck Sanders. In

2011 Beltrami won a Golden Satellite
Award (Best Film Score of the Year) for
Soul Surfer. Beltrami scored the Marvel
| film Logan, directed by James
Mangold, and Angelina Jolie’s directo-

| rial debut, First They Killed My Father.
He also wrote the theme for the hit
video game Fortnite. Beltrami scored
the critically acclaimed box-office hit A
Quiet Place, which was nominated for a
Golden Globe for Best Score and
shortlisted for Best Score for the
Oscars. Beltrami won an Emmy for Nation-
al Geographic’s 2019 Oscar winning
documentary Free Solo, (with co-composer
Brandon Roberts) for Outstanding Music
Composition for a Documentary, Series or
Special.

He has lent his voice to such unique hit
films as Live Free or Die Hard, Terminator
3: Rise of the Machines, and I. Robot. His
other scores include The Homesman
directed by Tommy Lee Jones, the zombie
comedy Warm Bodies directed by Jonathan
Levine, the final installment of the Bruce
Willis action series A Good Day To Die
Hard, Snowpiercer starring Chris Evans and
directed by Bong Joonho, the Brad Pitt
action thriller World War Z, James
Mangold’s The Wolverine, and The Night
Before also directed by Jonathan Levine,
starring Seth Rogan and Joseph Gordon
Levitt.

Beltrami scored James Mangold’s Ford
v. Ferrari (20th Century Studios) with Buck
Sanders, for which they were shortlisted for
Best Score for the 2020 Oscars, with the
film going on to receive four Oscar nomina-
tions, including Best Picture. Other recent
projects include Guillermo Del Toro’s Scary
Stories to Tell in the Dark, Jordan Peele’s
The Twilight Zone for CBS All Access, the
Lionsgate comedy Long Shot starring
Charlize Theron and Seth Rogen, the Zac
Efron starrer Extremely Wicked, Shockingly
Vile, and Evil and the Paramount Pictures
adventure comedy Love and Monsters.
Recent releases for Beltrami include the
Paramount Pictures’ horror sequel A Quiet
Place Part II, Netflix’s horror film Fear
Street, Sony Pictures action horror sequel
Venom: Let There Be Carnage, and the
Lionsgate sci-fi feature Chaos Walking
starring Tom Holland and Daisy Ridley.

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It was Ronnie Scott’s trips to New York as
a member of the dance bands on the transatlan-
tic liners that crystallised the idea in his mind to
start a club run by the instrumentalists, to play the
bebop music they had heard on 52nd Street. Club
Eleven, folded within just a couple of years of

operation, but Ronnie Scott’s chub, which opened
in Gerrard Street in October 1959 and moved to
Frith Street 10 years later has just completed
its sixth decade. These days, managing director

Simon Cooke describes it in the film, it is both
a “national institution” and a “responsibility.”

The film explains well the combination
of factors which resulted in its longevity,
and at the heart of it was the relationship
between Scott and Pete King. Their comple-
mentary characters and the special bond of their
long-term friendship comes across very well.
Scott had the vision, but King was the effective,
steely negotiator he needed alongside him.
The interviews with King’s widow Stella King
give revealing insights, and she comes across as
particularly sane and grounded. Ronnie's widow
Mary Scott, daughter Rebecca and partner
Francoise Venet are also perceptive witnesses,
and there are illuminating contributions from
the doyen of British jazz critics, John Fordham.

There are some especially infriguing recollec-
tions from a third figure actively involved in the
munning of the chub, the club’s lawyer for several
decades, Walter (Wally) Houser. He is particularly
eloquent on the subject of how a gangland enforcer,
Albert "Ttalian Al" Arthur Dimes — for reasons
nobody could ever fillly explain — just happened to
like Ronnie and Pete and wanted them to succeed.

Oliver Murray (pictured photo above filming in
the club) clearly has the priorities to ensure that the
story be well told and to give that story a
convincing shape. A documentary like this is bound
to be a partial record. Pedants and sticklers (and
the jazz world does have more than its share of therm)
are bound to point out, for example, that some of the
music footage screened before the story has been told
of the move from its first location in Gerrard Street
is actually of the new club in Frith Street. I don’t see a

problem, because the nusic footage has been picked
for its quality, and there is an absolute feast of it.
Among examples, we see Ella Fitzgerald
launching into a joyous duet with her bassist Keter
Betts, Sarah Vaughan just being divine, and Sonny
Rollins in glorious close-up. Murray has also found
two fascinating first-hand accounts and a sound
recording to tell the story of Jimi Hendrix’s last ever
appearance on any stage the evening before he died,
sitting in at the club with Eric Burdon’s band War.
Murray makes clever use of aspect ratios. He
keeps the original ratio for the historic footage,
so the film is repeatedly changing back and forth
between 4:3 for the old music footage and 16:9
for the current material. He has said: “Part of my
style is to be reverential to the original aspect ratio
the material was filmed in. It's a nod of respect
to the cinematographers who went out and filmed
the footage in the first place.” It works superbly.
Ronnie’s also tells the story of the man, and
there is a well-placed darkening in the mood just
after the hour mark, as attention shifts to Scott’s
history of depression. Clues have been given
earlier as to how difficult it was to get to know
him, and the "reveal" of his battle against depres-
sion, and the catastrophe of his disastrous dental
treatment, is effectively and sensitively handled.
Ronnie’s tells a fascinating story very well.
These are uncertain times, and it is to be hoped
that this club with its unique heritage will ride
out the current crisis for live venues, and that
its landlords, owners and the public authorities
will all act responsibly and ensure its future.

THE BLACK PHONE

he Black Phone had big shoes to fill. Nearly
Ta decade ago. C. Robert Cargill and Scott
Derrickson debuted Sinister. Their terrifying
spectacle would strike fear in our hearts. with one
scientific study ruling it the “’scariest movie of all
time." Five years prior to Cargill and Derrickson
scaring the pants off ofus with Baguul and
several nightmare children, Joe Hill was
publishing his short story “The Black Phone.”
Now, the stars have aligned and The Black Phone
is making its way to the big screen with Derrick-
son and Cargill adapting Hill’s chilling story.
The first third of the film follows Finney
(Mason Thames) and Gwen Shaw (Madeleine
McGraw) as they navigate pre-teen suburban life
in the '70s. Unfortunately for these siblings,
bullies and scraped knees aren’t all they have
to contend with. In addition to their drunk father
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(Jeremy Davies), there’s a kidnapper on the loose,
and he’s snatching up little boys left and right. It’s
not long before Finney finds himself trapped
in the basement of the terrifying mask-wear-
ing Grabber (Ethan Hawke), and Gwen finds
herself in a race against time to find her brother.
This story is personal to both Cargill and
Derrickson, a fact that's highlighted through the
stark set pieces of the “70s that play a more pivotal
role. While some viewers from the younger
generation may balk at parents' use of belts and
fists, plenty born before 1990 may sink back in
their chair and recall some not-so-fond memories.
Was it monstrous? Sure. Was it commonplace?
More than “kids these days™ will ever know. The
Black Phone feels like a time machine with no
interest in nostalgia. It doesn’t look like the '70s. It
feels like it. There’s a grit there, and it’s not just

because of the dirt basement. The authentic-
ity make it clear that there’s a connection
here between the creators and their story.
Said authenticity is what makes it so easy to
find yourself lost in and subsequently terrified.
Because a good chunk of The Black Phone
takes place in the dirt basement, the film has to
rely on the talents of its cast. Thankfully, Mason
Thames and Madeleine McGraw were up to the

challenge. Derrickson revealed that they held
production for McGraw. A lot of attention —
and thus, a lot of the praise — will rightfully be
for Thames’ stellar performance as his character
is forced to stand up for himself in the face of
a monster. But McGraw’s contributions to The
Black Phone cannot be understated. The little
sister trope may have become more common of
late, but this kid’s comedic timing is impeccable.

With a multitude
of options available, one or the other kind always
manages to occupy a place on the table. These rice
rolls are not only healthy; they are scrumptious and
addictive too. The popularity stems from the fact
that it is a simple dish with raw seafood and

rice, yet manages to attract so much attention.

Did you know that sushi was first created with
the purpose to keep meat fresh in the absence of
refrigeration? By keeping raw fish folded inrice,
its freshness could be preserved for over months.

of sushi is not free of old wives tales and folklore.

How did sushi get its name? Tracing its
trajectory is as fascinating as the name sushi
itself. It is believed that the word sushi literal-

ancient process of making sushi, with raw seafood
rolled into the rice along with salt for facilitating the

fermentation process. Gradually, the preservation

method was discovered in China and Japan, where
Japan went a step further. Today, Japan has the
most exciting nightlife, and back then, there were
significant transformations taking place. With Edo
as the Capital of Japan, entrepreneurs developed
quicker ways to prepare sushi. Vinegar aided the
process.

Before him, in
the 1820s, chefs used raw fish in their sushi, known
as 'Edo-style' sushi. This is the style you will
find in most sushi restaurants. Then, Yohei began
amethod whereby rather than wrapping the fish in
rice, he began to place the fish on top of the roll and
that is exactly the way we eat Japanese sushi today.
Tt is also commonly referred to as 'nigiri sushi'. At
his time, it was fast food available on the streets. He

Do not alter or change your
football helmet. Adding accesso-
ries and removing padding can
alter how the helmet was intended
to function and potentially
interfere with its performance.
Maintain Your Helmet

Helmets should be reconditioned
and recertified to the NOCSAE
standard on a regular basis. Helmets
that have been recertified will have
a label inside the helmet indicating
the name of the recertifying company
and the date of recertification. If you
have doubts, ask your coach or school
administrator about their policy for
reconditioning and recertification.
Replace the helmet after 10 years.
Prioritize Safe Play

Football helmets are just one part of
helping to protect against head injuries.
Use proper blocking and tackling
techniques and demand enforcement of
rules that prohibit players from leading
with their helmets to hit other players.

Know the signs and symptoms of
concussions — which can include
headache, nausea, confusion,
dizziness and memory difficulties
— and encourage everyone to report
any and all symptoms. If a concus-
sion has been diagnosed. athletes
should not return to play until
cleared by medically trained experts
following return-to-play guidelines.
Remember: if in doubt, sit it out.

Bettas enjoy a diet of both plant

and animal foods. Full-grown,
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they will be about 3-inches. Bettas
are often seen in small ornamental
tanks, but they should really be
housed in larger tanks.

Angelfish

Angelfish are pretty fish,
displaying a wide array of colors
and patterns. Fully grown, they be
up to 6 inches long and 8 inches
tall.

Like Bettas, they are also
omnivorous. They will be most
happy in a tank of at least 20
gallons. If the tank is too crowded,
they may become aggressive.

In general, they are a good
community fish.
Goldfish

When you think of goldfish,
you may think of the small fish
bowls won as prizes at fairs.
However, goldfish can grow up to
14 inches and need ample space in
their tanks. Twenty gallons is the
minimum for happy goldfish.

There are many different
varieties of goldfish. Most of them
get along swimmingly, as long as
they aren’t breeds that would
typically compete with each other
for food.
Plecostomus

These are actually a breed of
catfish. They are sturdy, with
heavy armored plates on their
bodies. And they are natural
cleaners with their sucker-shaped
mouths; they will feed on any
algae in your tank.

They will also eat an omnivo-
rous diet and live for up to 20
years with proper care.

PETPOLRR

They get along well with many
different species. The exception
being fat/flat-bodied fish, like
goldfish, as they may suck on
them.

Killifish

These cool fish come in a
variety of bright colors. There are
over 700 species and quite hardy.
You can easily find the right one
for your tank.

They are peaceful fish and do
well in community tanks. Like
Bettas, the males can be aggres-
sive with one another, so it’s
best to keep one male to each
tank.

Most species of Killifish are
carnivores.

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CRYPTOCURRENCY FOR KIDS
WHAT YOU SHOULD KNOW
BEFORE THEY BUY

A cryptocurrency is a type of
currency which uses digital files
as money. Usually. the files are
created using the same methods as
cryptography (the science of
hiding information). Digital
signatures can be used to keep the
transactions secure, and let other
people check that the transactions
are real. The first cryptocurrencies
were made to be independent of
government-issued currencies.

Cryptocurrencies use 'decen-
tralized control', which means that
they aren't controlled by one
person or government. This is
different to 'centralized' electronic
money and central banks. The
control of each cryptocurrency
works through a distributed ledger
(a list of transactions shared by
everyone), usually a blockchain,
that serves as a public financial
transaction database.Bitcoin, first
released as open-source software
in 2009, 1s often called the first
decentralized cryptocurrency.
Since then, over 4,000 cryptocur-
rencies (sometimes called
‘altcoins', which is short for
alternative coins) have been
created.

The value problem

In many cases, cryptocurren-
cies cannot be converted to real
currencies; it is only possible to
convert them to other cryptocur-
rencies, or to use them to buy
things. Some cryptocurrencies can
be converted to real currencies:
They usually have a high volatili-
ty, and using them carries a high
risk. They are also a target for
so-called Pump-and-Dump-At-
tacks. They act like a big distrib-
uted economic system: As they
are not issued or controlled by
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central banks, their value is
difficult to influence: For this
reason, they cannot really take [
the place of a stable currency. f
Cryptocurencies are prone to l
speculation, which makes ‘\
building a system of more or
less stable exchange rates very
difficult. Another problem is the
inequality of distribution: Many
cryptocurrencires are held by only
few people. As an example: about
1.000 people hold half of the total
amount of bitcoins in the world.
This means that if any of these
persons starts using their crypto-
currency, this has an effect on the
exchange rate. It also means that
these people have a great
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influence on the value of the
currency, and are able to change
its value easily. The currency
itself only documents ownership
changes. Exchange rates of
cryptocurrencies are established
outside the system. Exchange
rates are issued by brokers and
traders; their indication is no
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guarantee that the
currency is traded at the
value proposed. In
itself, the unit of
cryptocurrency has no
value.

In contrast to
~ cyptocurrencies, real
. currencies are issued
' and controlled by
. cenfral banks. Certain
economic phenomena
such as inflation or
deflation may change
the value (and exchange
rate) of a currency. The
people who own units of
the currency have no
direct influence on its value.

Formal definition

According to Jan Lansky, a
cryptocurrency is a system that
meets six conditions:

The system does not require a
central authority, distributed
achieve consensus on its state.

The system keeps an overview

of eryptocurrency units and their
ownership.

The system defines if new
cryptocurrency units can be
created. If new cryptocurrency
units can be created. the system
defines the how to create new
units, and how to determine the
ownership of these new units.

Ownership of cryptocurrency
units can be proved exclusively
cryptographically.

The owner of a unit of crypto-
currency can transfer this unit. For
this transfer to be successful, the
current owner must prove the
ownership.

If two different instructions for
changing the ownership of the
same cryptographic units are
entered at the same time, the
system performs at most one of
them.
